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What do I do to run for an office?
· Submit a completed application to the Ag. Office by Monday, April 29th.
· Go through an interview. Interviews must be scheduled during 4th or 5th period, or after school by Tuesday, April 30th.  Interviews will be held in Mrs. Carpenter’s classroom. 
· Submit your campaign video to Mrs. Carpenter by Wednesday, May 1st. Videos are not to be longer than 60 seconds.
· Take a written exam that will consist of parliamentary procedure, general agriculture, and FFA manual questions. This will take place in Mrs. Carpenter’s room during 4th, 5th, lunch, or after school by May 2nd.
· Attend the “Officer Elections” meeting on Thursday, May 2nd DURING LUNCH.
What is required of me?
· Complete at least 2 semesters ( 1 year) of an Agriculture class prior to holding office
· Own (or be willing to purchase) an Official FFA jacket and full OD.
· Organize/Hold FFA meetings
· Set Program of Activities (at summer meeting)
· Attend District/Area/State Conventions
· Maintain responsibilities of office elected 
· Maintain a positive attitude at all times
· Sell 15 or more items in each fundraiser and promote its purpose to assist in your travel expenses
· Compete in at least 1 LDE contest in the fall and at least 1 CDE contest in the spring
· Maintain passing grades at ALL times.
